The self-assessment grid of the Common European Framework of
Reference (© Council of Europe) on page 6 summarizes six levels of
second/foreign language proficiency from beginner to very
advanced. Language support provided to non-English speaking
students in post-primary education in Ireland is concerned with the
first three levels (A1, A2 and B1).
